To download Apogee software for iOS, open the Apple App
Store on your iPhone/iPad and search “Apogee Electronics”.
Two apps are available:

Apogee Maestro - Apogee Maestro offers control of ClipMic
digital settings, including Input Gain and DSP Processing. No
video or audio recording is provided by the app.

Use Apogee Maestro when recording to video and audio apps
like Camera, Voice Memos, GarageBand, Filmic Pro, Mavis
Camera and others.

Apogee MetaRecorder - Apogee MetaRecorder offers all the
control of Maestro plus stereo audio recording up to 96kHz,
Final Cut Pro-compatible metadata entry, and the Link feature
to operate up to 4 iPhones/iPads wirelessly.

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Recording with ClipMic digital

Working with iPhone/iPad

Audio hardware device selection is done automatically in iOS, so that when a device is connected it's
ready to use with all audio and video apps.

Note: ClipMic digital, like all USB mics, is not compatible with iOS “telephony” apps like Phone,
Facetime and Skype. ClipMic is compatible with the macOS and Windows 10 versions of Facetime and

Skype.

To hear input, tap the Input Monitoring button to
ON.

To set Input Gain, speak into the mic at the volume
you plan to record at, then adjust the Input Gain so
the audio level falls within the ideal recording range
on the level meter as shown at right.

To apply corrective DSP, tap the Processing button:

a. Engage Rumble Reducer if you hear
undesirable low frequency sound from air
conditioners and other mechanical
equipment.

b. Engage Hiss Reducer to attenuate
undesirable high frequency sounds.

c. Engage Overload Eliminator if the audio
input is loud or inconsistent with large
peaks.

Once Input Gain and DSP are set, open your
preferred audio/video application - iOS
automatically assigns ClipMic digital as the audio
input for the app.

To hear input, tap the Settings tab, then slide Input Monitoring to the right.

To set Input Gain, tap the Rec/Play tab, then slide the Input Gain knob so the audio level falls

within the ideal recording range on the level meter as shown below.

3. To apply corrective DSP, tap the Settings tab, then tap the Apogee ClipMic digital 2 button, then
tap the desired processing as described above.

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Working with macOS

No software is required when using ClipMic digital on macOS computers. To select DSP Processing,
connect ClipMic digital to an iOS device, select the processing in the Apogee Maestro app, then
connect to the macOS computer.

Open System Preferences > Sound, then choose the Input tab.

Select ClipMic digital 2 in the “Select a device for sound input:” list.

Speak into the mic at the volume you plan to record at, then adjust the Input volume so the
audio level falls within the ideal recording range on the level meter as shown below.

It may be possible to adjust Input Gain directly in your audio application; see Configuring Audio
Applications.

Ableton Live & ASIO4AIl

For the best results when using ClipMic digital with DAWs on a Windows 10 computer, install the
ASIOA4AIl driver available from https://www.asio4all.org.

1. In Ableton, select Options > Preferences, then click the Audio tab.
2. Under Audio Device, set Driver Type to ASIO and Audio Device to ASIO4ALL v2.

3. Click Hardware Setup to display the ASIO4ALL control panel.

4. In the ASIO4AIl control panel, click the Advanced button in the lower right corner.
5. In the WDM Device List, select the built-in output device (speakers or headphones), then select
ClipMic digital 2. The output devices available on your computer may differ from the image

shown below.
6. Adjust the ASIO Buffer Size - a larger buffer helps avoid clicks and pops but also results in

longer latency.

Choose a built-in speaker or headphone output in the Speaker dropdown menu.

Choose ClipMic digital 2 in the Microphone dropdown menu. To record and play back a test
signal, click Test Mic.

Let Zoom set the Input Gain by checking “Automatically adjust microphone volume”.

Within the Final Cut Pro app is a specialized window for recording voiceovers for your video, and
ClipMic digital 2 is the perfect mic for the job.

1. In Final Cut Pro, choose Window > Record
Voiceover.

2. In the Record Voiceover window, open the Advanced
disclosure triangle, then choose ClipMic digital 2 in
the Input dropdown menu.

3. Set ClipMic’s Input Gain using the Gain slider.
